Board of Commissioners Meeting 

January 10, 2006

Sunapee Town Offices

PRESENT: Robert Henry-Chairman, Charles Smith, Aaron Simpson, Tracy Nangeroni, John Wheeler.

Also present: Holly Leonard, David Bailey.

Absent:  David Montambeault, Helen Charpentier.

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m. 

Granliden Proposal: Robert H. began the meeting by introducing that the reason for the special meeting was to address how to supply Granliden with water and how the billing of such would work.

Aaron S. stated that his major concern is to make the billing equitable with our other users. John W. feels that the issue is with the attachment fee and the user fees, he would propose offering Granliden a bulk rate for water. Aaron S. stated that all the new users must pay the $1,000 attachment fee and he is opposed to giving bulk water at a special rate different than what the other users in town are paying. There was some discussion regarding usage and the current water fees. Aaron S. feels that the attachment fee should be per unit as well as the bond fee and the base rate. John W. would bill per unit at the current rates as well. Charles S. would propose charging .01¢ per gallon and ensure some extra funds. There was some discussion regarding summer usage versus winter, and the amount of water produced by the Slow Sand Filter Plant. Aaron S., Robert H., John W. and Tracy N. agreed that Granliden should pay the same price as all of the other users in town. 
Aaron S. made a motion to send a letter to Granliden stating that the Commission would charge Granliden the same rates as the other users in town, HDPE is not acceptable for the line the Commission would require cement lined ductile iron, the line will run down Jobs Creek Rd. not across country and the ordinances require a $1,000 attachment fee for each unit. The Commission is willing to consider absorbing the extra cost of going down Jobs Creek out of the attachment fees, subject to the appropriate legal actions required, seconded by Charles S., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

There was some discussion regarding the proposed Georges Mills Development on Prospect Hill Road. John W. would have the developer pay for the pump station installation and some extra maintenance fees. 

Other Business:  Robert H. stated that he had been contacted by the Georges Mills Boat Club and had explained the rate structure. He will be meeting with Bob Brown and would like to be able to offer some type of deal to them. Charles S. made a motion to agree to splitting the difference with them, there was no second. Aaron S. would like to think about it further. Robert H. will meet with Mr. Brown and bring what they propose back before the Commission. 

John W. suggested some changes to the Lake Avenue warrant article wording. Aaron S. agreed that it should be made clearer and it should be changed to say that if both articles pass the $46,000 one will be null and void. John W. will propose new wording to the Town Manager tommorrow. The budget and bond hearing is to be held tommorrow night at 6:30p.m.

7:48 p.m. Aaron S. made a motion to adjourn, seconded by John W., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman.
