The Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

1. New London Sunapee Joint Quarterly Meeting:  See Joint Meeting Minutes.
2. Election of Officers: 
Kenneth Meyer gave his background in construction management as an introduction of his qualifications for serving on the Commission.

David C. nominated Theodore G. as Chairman, seconded by Kenneth M., David M. made a motion to close nominations, seconded by Charles S., voted unanimously in favor of closing nominations. Voted unanimously in favor of Theodore G. as Chairman, so declared by David M.
David M. nominated Peter H. for Vice-Chairman, seconded by David C., voted unanimously in favor, so declared by the Chairman.

3. Forms for Signing: 
February 24, 2011 Meeting Minutes: David M. made a motion to accept the February 24th meeting minutes as printed, seconded by Peter H., Charles S. suggested that absent Commissioners be listed as such on meeting minutes, after some discussion regarding how to keep track of things that need to be accomplished, 5 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Chairman.

February Sewer Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the February Sewer Purchase Journal as presented, seconded by David C., after some discussion regarding telephones, uniforms and Zee Medical, voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

February Water Purchase Journal:  David M., made a motion to pass the Water Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by Peter H., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

4. Water Treatment Highlights:  David B. reported that the turbine has been running for a 

few weeks and that there has been a request to turn it off tomorrow. There was some discussion regarding the turbine. David B. reported that they had cleaned a filter last week and that hydrant flushing will be done at the end of the month. David B. reported that the water tank lining people will be here to meet next week.
David B. reported that the state would like everyone to voluntarily do a test for 1,4 dioxin and that it costs $160 per test and that he needs to do 3 separate tests.

Dave B. reported that Bill Ostrom is looking to put up a building on the corner of Beech and Maple Street and that he is looking to tie on to the water and sewer. Dave B. stated that the sewer is not a problem but that the water line ends quite a way back from the lot, Dave B. would propose possibly footing the cost to run a ductile iron main with the project. There was some discussion regarding the cost of the pipe and if there was any money in the budget for it. 

Dave B. stated that Roger Landry had told him that Mount Royal Academy may want to hitch into the water and sewer. There was some discussion regarding the feasibility of this.

Dave B. reported that he had some old tie in books that were put together possibly in the 60’s that he had given to Gordon Ramspott to clarify names and locations so that it may be distinguished which maps went to which houses. Charles S. thinks that the water department could supply a gift certificate to Mr. Ramspott for dinner.

5. Old & New Business:  Dave B. will give a tour of the systems to Ken M. and David C.
Holly L. reported that a question regarding billing quarterly would be in the spring newsletter.
Dave B. reported that the meter reading was completed.

Charles S. questioned the Jennings easement and how the proposed sewer line would be run. There was some discussion regarding the Perkins Pond Sewer project and the capacity of the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

David M. stated that he is submitting his resignation tonight. He read the letter to the Commission. There was some discussion regarding his reasons for resignation. David C. made a motion not to accept the resignation, seconded by Charles S., voted 5 in favor, 1 abstained.
