2. Forms for Signing: 
March 31, 2011 Meeting Minutes: David M. made a motion to accept the March meeting minutes as printed, seconded by David C., voted unanimously in favor, so declared by the Chairman.

March Sewer Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Sewer Purchase Journal as presented, seconded by Peter H., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

March Water Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Water Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by David C., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

1st Billing Warrants 2011:  David M. made a motion to accept the first billing warrants as printed, seconded by David C., voted unanimously in favor, so declared by the Chairman.
3. Water Treatment Highlights:  David B. reported that hydrants were flushed this month at

Night and that it went very well. There is a hydrant on Lake Ave. that is not working properly that was rebuilt, as it will not shut tight it has been bagged as out of service. Dave B. reported that he has received a quote for lining the concrete storage tank and that for $50,000 he will not be able to line the entire bottom of the tank, but can slip line the line instead of lining it like the tank. Charles S. questioned the size of the slip lining. David B. reported that the existing 8” pipe would be lined with a 6” pipe. David M. would suggest taking the $2,000 for the lining of the pipe out of the budget for the year, and see what can be done for the $50,000 in spraying the tank.
Dave B. reported that Bill Ostrom’s project will cost approximately $59 per foot to bore a line and put in the pipe, he stated that this most likely could not be done without going to town meeting. There was some discussion regarding the project. 

4. Old & New Business:  Theodore G. stated that the Commission is going to have to deal with the selectmen on the Wastewater Treatment Plant project. There was some discussion regarding the whole project and cooperating with the Town.

There was some discussion regarding having legal counsel review the legal services agreement that RD had left.
