The Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:35 p.m.

1. Public Water Availability: The Chairman addressed Van W. and he approached the table to discuss needing to use potable water to clean his sugaring operations. Van W. stated that he had been hauling water from the fire department and that he needed to find a way to pay for the water that he had used this spring. There was some discussion regarding new regulations for sugaring procedures that require the use of potable water. Dave B. stated that Paul M. had come up with an idea of having a coin operated water machine. David M. questioned if Van W. uses more than 18,000 gallons in the time he needs the water, Van W. stated that he did not. David M. made a motion to allow Van W. to be a half year user paying half the bond fee and half the yearly water fee, seconded by Peter H., after some discussion regarding the issue and the deduct meter at the Safety Services Building, voted 5 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Chairman. The bill will be sent to Harding Hill Farm.

May 26, 2011 Meeting Minutes:  David C. made a motion to accept the minutes of the May 26, 2011 meeting, seconded by Kenneth M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman.
May Sewer Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Sewer Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by David C., after some discussion regarding Lucky’s and Paint n Place, voted 5 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Chairman. 

May Water Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Water Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by Charles S., after some discussion regarding Ferguson, voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

4. Water Treatment Highlights:  David B. reported that they will be lining the concrete storage tank on the 11th and that it will take them several days to pressure wash the tank and get it lined. 
Dave B. reported that the landowner on Burkehaven Hill Road did not want a water line put in on the upper driveway, so he is going to install the line on the lower driveway and that Stearns had videoed the sewer line to determine where it was located in that easement. 
Dave B. reported that there has been another lead violation in Sunapee and that it will require public notification and an engineering study for corrosion control options. There was some discussion regarding the options for corrosion control and if there is actually a problem.
5. Old & New Business:  Theodore G. stated that he would not be attending the next meeting.
There was some discussion regarding dewatering machines and the possibility of UV treatment.
