Board of Commissioners Meeting

PRESENT: Peter Hill Vice-Chairman, David Cain, David Montambeault, Charles Smith, Kenneth Meyer.

ABSENT: Paul Manson, Theodore Gallup.

The Vice-Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:33 p.m.

1. Wastewater Treatment Highlights:  Dave B. reported that there had been an upset at the plant due to a valve being left in the wrong position. He reported that there had been no violation due to the upset and explained how this had happened. Dave B. reported that grease trap inspections had been performed and that Stearns will be coming tomorrow to clean wet wells, the siphon chamber and the grit channel. David C. questioned purchasing a vacuum truck for the department, there was some discussion regarding such a purchase. Dave B. stated that Neil C. is looking to reschedule the tours of other plants. There was some discussion regarding what would be the advantages of the tours and when and where would be a good time to meet. Any interested parties will meet at the Wastewater Treatment plant at 7:30 a.m. on the 2nd of August. Charles S. questioned when Dave B. would have Chris R. attend a meeting as the second in command. Dave B. will get Chris R. to come to some meetings.
Dave B. stated that Wright-Pierce had sent two billings and that he would like the Commission to grant him authority to pay these even though the contract is pending. There was some discussion regarding the billings. There was some discussion regarding the need to perhaps have more meetings as the upgrade gets further along so as not to hold up the construction. It was decided that the bills would be paid as the Boards have already approved the contract when it is ready for signing. 
2. Forms for Signing: 
June 30, 2011 Meeting Minutes:  David C. made a motion to accept the minutes as printed, seconded by Kenneth M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Vice-Chairman.
June Sewer Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Sewer Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by David C., after some discussion regarding payroll and United Construction, voted 4 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Vice-Chairman. 

June Water Purchase Journal:  David C. made a motion to accept the Water Purchase Journal, seconded by David M., after some discussion regarding Vellano and Pike, voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Vice-Chairman. 

Grant Acceptance Authorization: David M. made a motion to change Theodore G. to Peter Hill to sign to accept the grant on behalf of the Commission, seconded by David C., voted unanimously in favor, so declared by the Vice-Chairman. 
3. Water Treatment Highlights:  Dave B. passed out new lead and copper testing results that did not pass the 90th percentile again. Dave B. reported that he has been in contact with an engineer regarding the issue, and that he is trying to raise the pH to try and remedy the lead problems. There was some discussion regarding the violation and what happens next. There was some discussion regarding the testing procedures. David M. would hire Chris Silke of Wright-Pierce to remedy the situation.

David B. reported that the concrete storage tank has been coated and that it took all week to do the project. He stated that the coating needs to set for one week and that it will then be inspected and refilled. 
Dave B. reported they had just finished installing the new water main off of Burkehaven Hill Road. There was some discussion regarding the size of the new main and how it was determined who won the bid on the job. There was some discussion regarding how quotes are treated and what is fair for the contractors in the bidding process. 
4. Old & New Business:  Dave B. stated that the summer town meeting is August 2nd.

David C. questioned how the intertown agreement revisions were going. Holly L. is working on them.
Dave B. is waiting on the camera purchase until New London decides if they want to go in on the purchase.
6:30 p.m. David C. made a motion to adjourn, seconded by David M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Vice-Chairman.
