Board of Commissioners Meeting 

August 25, 2011
Sunapee Town Offices
PRESENT: Theodore Gallup-Chairman, David Cain, David Montambeault, Charles Smith, Kenneth Meyer, Paul Manson.

Also present: Holly Leonard, David Bailey, Christopher Roberts.
ABSENT: Peter Hill.

The Chairman called the meeting to order at 5:32 p.m. and introduced Chris R. as the second in command under Dave B., Dave B. stated that there had been an issue on Stagecoach Rd. today and that Chris R. had dealt very well with resolving the issue. There was some discussion regarding Dig Safe.
1. Wastewater Treatment Highlights:  Dave B. reported that they have done some manhole repairs and that there are more manholes in need of repairing, he will be hiring C&S contracting to fix the eight manholes on Central Street. Dave B. stated that the crew had done 5 manholes on their own. There was some discussion regarding the manholes that had been repaired and the surveying that had been done on Riverside Drive. David C. questioned the plastic manhole covers that had been offered for trial last fall. Dave B. stated that he had never received any to try. There was some discussion regarding plastic risers and manhole covers.
Dave B. stated that there is an issue with the generator at Pump Station 1 on Cooper Street which is 30 years old. Chris R. reported that it is getting airbound and shuts the engine down. Dave B. received three quotes for a new generator and that the lowest quote was from Powers. Chris R. stated that the CAT quote did not include any of the electrical work needed and that the lower quote from Powers includes everything. Paul M. questioned the possibility of just purchasing a new engine for the generator, there was some discussion regarding how many hours were on it and the different companies quoting and their products. There was some discussion regarding having an extra generator and keeping the old one after it is replaced. Charles S. made a motion to allow Dave B. to spend up to $20,000 for a new generator, seconded by Paul M.. There was some discussion regarding where the funds can come from and how many generators on the system are in need of replacing soon. Charles S. made a motion to amend the motion to use funds from the Replacement Fund Account, seconded by David C., after some discussion regarding how soon this would happen, voted unanimously in favor of the amendment, so declared by the Chairman. Voted unanimously in favor of the motion as amended, so declared by the Chairman. 
Dave B. stated that Neil C. of Wright-Pierce has had them testing for nitrogen weekly and that they have just begun doing this in anticipation of possible changes to the discharge permit. There was some discussion regarding nitrogen and where it comes from. 
2. Forms for Signing: 
July 38, 2011 Meeting Minutes:  David M. made a motion to accept the minutes of the July meeting as printed, seconded by Charles S., after some discussion regarding the Wright-Pierce contract, voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman.
July Sewer Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the Sewer Purchase Journal as printed, seconded by Paul M., after some discussion regarding Stearns Septic, voted 4 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Chairman. 

July Water Purchase Journal:  David M. made a motion to accept the July 1 to July 31 Water Purchase Journal as presented, seconded by Kenneth M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 

3. Water Treatment Highlights:  Dave B. stated that the water tank is finished being rehabbed and is ready to be refilled. He stated that the bill had come in for $42,000 to do this work, there was some discussion regarding the tank lining. 
4. Old & New Business:  Dave B. reported that he had received a bill from Prospect Hill Construction for the new line installed off of Burkehaven Hill Rd., and that originally he was looking at around $2,000 to do this work but that having to move the line to the other right of way this bill totaled over $9,000. There was some discussion regarding the issue and the bill. Charles S. made a motion to pay the bill, seconded by Paul M., after some discussion regarding having the bill itemized, voted 4 in favor, 1 abstained, passes in the majority, so declared by the Chairman.
Charles S. made a motion to instruct Wright-Pierce to figure in a rotary press rather than a centrifuge for the upgrade, seconded by Paul M. Charles S. stated that the centrifuge may not meet the new decibel regulations that OSHA had implemented but had subsequently dropped, and that the rotary press would not require the same level of hearing protection as the centrifuge, he stated other reasons for wanting the rotary press. There was some discussion regarding the two pieces of equipment. David M. would question Underwood engineers to see how they feel about the equipment. Charles S. made a motion to table the discussion until the next meeting, seconded by Paul M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman. 
David C. stated that after seeing the UV process in Ludlow that he would rather see Sunapee stay with chlorine. There was some discussion regarding the previous vote to include UV as a bid option.
6:40 p.m. David C. made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Paul M., voted unanimously in the affirmative, so declared by the Chairman.
